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Private life (1/6)

Protection of Private life.

Article 8 of the ECHR: private life, family life, home,
correspondence.

Similar with article 2 = the general right to personality.

An example: the protection of private life of the VIP’s from the
press.

Protection of private life covers also social relationships and
contacts to the outside world.

Protection of professional occupations also included (an example
from jurisprudence: the searching of a law firm by public
authorities = an infringement of private life).
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Private life (2/6)

Protection of Private life.
It protects also :

the confidentiality of communication and correspondence with the
other people (by mail or telephone).

The physical living (from environmental dangers).

The inner sphere of personality, sexual identity and sexual self-
determination.

Homosexuality.

Family life (also between foster-parents and their children- there
must be an actual bond between the connected members of the
family- it covers every long-term relationship).
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Private life (3/6)

1. Protection of Private life.
* Expulsion and deportation = infringement of private life.

* |n Environmental Protection = interference =2 if the state directly
causes the environmental hazard or burden.
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Private life (4/6)

Protection of Private life.
The infringement must.
A) be in conformity with the law (also unwritten).

The legal basis for an interference shall be sufficiently accessible and
foreseeable.

A breach of art. 8 takes place whenever an interference = not covered
by the relevant national laws.

B) pursue a legitimate aim 2 article 8 (2) of the ECHR.

C) be necessary (proportionate) in a democratic society = the
interference must be suitable to promote the legitimate aim, it must be
necessary, which means that no less restrictive but equally suitable option
is available, and it must be adequate, ie proportionate stricto sensu.
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Private life (5/6)

1. Protection of Private life.

The principle of proportionality consists of three tests applied to
the allegedly infringing measure, respectively the suitability, the
necessity and the proportionality stricto sensu test.

d The state has the “duty to protect”.
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Private life (6/6)

1. Protection of Private life.

e Article 8 of the ECHR = a right to a speedy decision.

» Procedural guarantees = article 6 of the Convention.
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Article 9: freedom of thought,
conscience, religion

—> Protects

- not only inner convictions and beliefs (actual individual dimension),

—>but also the expression of these (social and political dimension).

* Freedom of religion includes a person’s right to follow or not a
religion, to practice it or not, or to change it.

— Atheists, agnostics and skeptics are protected under this scope.
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Article 9 ECHR: freedom of religion

» ECtHR: Important case : Kokkinakis v. Greece

“freedom of religion is one of the foundations of a democratic society”.

* Deportation =2 highly controversial issue.

— does not interfere with article 9 ECHR, if a person’s belief/ religion is
threatened abroad, due to the deportation -

— unless there is a serious interference with the freedom of religion !
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Protection of Private life: Limitations

Article 9 (2) ECHR

Only the “forum externum” can be restricted under the
prerequisites of necessity and legitimacy

- because of the effect on others.

 “Itis essential to strike a fair balance between the right protected
under the Convention and the legitimate aim which justifies an
interference.” ECHR Dahlab
