The Protection of Liberty (1/7) 
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1. The Right to Liberty and Security. 

• A judicial control of deprivation of Liberty. 

• Article 5 similar to Article 2 (4th Prot) (freedom of movement 
etc.). 

• But, the conditions of detention are examined under the 
scope of Article 3 ECHR. 
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The Protection of Liberty (2/7) 
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Permissible restrictions: 

- listed strictly in Article 5 (1) (a-f) ECHR. 

1. Conviction for criminal or disciplinary offences. 

2. The non- compliance with the orders of a court  or to secure 
the fulfillment of a legal obligation. 

3. Preventive custody and detention on remand  

-serves the protection of a criminal investigation, 

Purpose: bring the affected individual before justice.

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• Basic requirement for detention on remand  a reasonable 
suspicion of having committed an offence.  

 The danger of flight. 

 Danger of collusion. 

 Danger of recurrence.

• Arrest: lawful to prevent sb. from committing crime – for the 
risk of a flight after the execution of an offence. 

4th Restriction: 

- The detention of minors by welfare services and the juvenile 
court. 

5th Restriction: 

- The detention of invalid and vagrants. 

       (dangerous affected persons, e.g. the spreading of an 
infectious  disease). 
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6th Restriction: 

     - The Prevention of unauthorized entry into national territory, 
detention with a view to deportation or extradition. 
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The Protection of Liberty (6/7) 
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2. Rights provided to individuals deprived of their liberty : 

 Right to information of the reasons of the arrest. 

 Right to legal protection. 

 Reasonable duration of arrest and bringing before a judge or 
judicial officer independent from the executive. 

 Right to Judicial review of remand in detention (Article 5 (4) 
ECHR). 

 Right of access to the file. 

 Right to compensate if an individual is arrested under 
violation of article 5 (1) to 5 (4) ECHR. 
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The Protection of Liberty (7/7) 
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1. The right to a fair trial  art. 6 (1) ECHR 

       Article 6 (1) ECHR guarantees fundamental procedural rights 
for any proceedings in which a decision either on civil rights 
or on the validity of a criminal charge is at stake. 

• Access to independent and impartial tribunal. 

• Subject to limitations if they pursue legitimate aims and if 
there is a reasonable relationship of proportionality between 
the means and aim to be achieved.  
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Judicial rights before the courts (1/6) 
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 Examples of limitations: time limits, mandatory 
representation by lawyer, provision of form, approval of 
conducting a case, securities for court costs or fees for 
lodging an action 
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Judicial rights before the courts (2/6) 
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• The right to a Fair Trial 

1) The principle of equality of arms 

2) The right to adversarial proceeding 

3) Right to be informed promptly of the nature and cause of the 
accusation 

4) Right to have adequate time and facilities for the preparation 
of his/her defence etc. (see article 6 (3)) 

5) The presumption of innocence

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• The right to a Fair Trial 

5) The right to a public trial 

      Some limitations: the protection of morals, public order, 
national security 

6) The tribunal shall make its decision within a reasonable time.

 “Nulla poena sine lege” 

Definition: the prohibition against retroactive criminal legislation 

- An obligation to define an offence clearly (article 7 ECHR) 

 The prohibition of double jeopardy (ne bis in idem)  

- Article 4 of the 7th Prot ECHR 

- “No one shall be liable to be tried or punished again in 
criminal proceedings for an offence for which he/she has 
already been finally acquitted or convicted within the Union 
in accordance with the law”

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• The right of appeal in criminal matters (article 2- 7th Prot 
ECHR) 

• The right to compensation for wrongful conviction (art. 3- 7th

forth in the Convention are violated shall have an effective 
remedy before a national authority notwithstanding that the 
violation has been committed by persons acting in an official
